$17,500 spend only 75% of their population group average, one of the criteria for a service
insolvent city.

16.7%). In some cases assigned funds may be available for use in balancing the budget. For example, Oakland has a huge
assigned balance of $243 million that is set aside for future contingencies such cost increases, unfunded mandates,
technology, pandemic response, Headlee millage rollbacks, and capital management and several other issues. In contrast,
Saginaw has an assigned fund balance of $11.4 million for an employee payroll reserve that may not be available for other

purposes.
