New this year is
an optional Networking Breakfast scheduled from 7:30 — 8:45 a.m. This will be a chance to meet some of the ex-
perts, MSU Extension staff, and other students informally before the day officially begins at 9 a.m. If you would like
to attend the Networking Breakfast, select this option when you register.

Who: Students who are in grades 7 through 12 during the 2022-2023 school year are eligible to register by sub-
mitting a three-to-five-page paper that is written using our Michigan Youth Institute Global Challenge Guide. Teach-
ers and Adult Mentors are also welcome to attend the event along with their students.
