Questions will center on topics such as: emerging social, economic, and other frends that participants
expectwillimpactthem in the future; what participants know MSU Extension for; what participants believe MSU Extension
does well, and what they think can be improved; and what participants envision a thriving MSU Extension would look like in the
future. Common themes heard from participants will be identified and reflected to the entire group for each activity.

Everyone is welcome and encouraged to attend —youth, parents, community and statewide partners, all MSU Extension-
affiliated faculty and staff, and curious community members. Translation and interpretation services, as well as other
accommodations, may be available upon request.
