Stems
Erect, hairless and up to 3 feet tall. Stems bolt
from a basal rosette to flower and are numer-
ous and branched at the top.

Flowers and fruit
Bright yellow flowers with four petals are found
in terminal clusters. Fruit are slender, slightly
curved, approximately 1-inch-long capsules
with a slender beak at the tip; fruit are nearly
square in cross-section.
