Eggs: White, oval. Deposited near, on or in the
host insect.

Larvae (maggots): Legless. Feed and develop
inside the prey hosts. Exit the dead host to
pupate.

Pupae: Oblong. Dark reddish.
Diet: Immature beetles, butterflies, moths, saw-

flies, earwigs, grasshoppers or true bugs. Adults
are nectar feeders.
