Management: Larvae feed in groups; both larvae
and their damage can be pruned out. Insecticides
should be targeted to younger larvae. Remember, B.7.
is not effective on sawfly larvae even though they
resemble caterpillars.

Sawfly larvae, which resemble caterpillars, feed in a group,
eating all the second-year needles before moving on to new
branches.
