e Carefully review your application and all attachments.
e Decide whether to set up personal interviews.
e The Awards Committee, appointed by the Shiawassee County 4-H Council, will
select the scholarship recipient or recipients.
¢ All decisions reached by the Awards Committee are final.

If you are selected to receive the scholarship:
e Scholarship recipients will be recognized on Thursday evening during the
Shiawassee County fair.
e The scholarship money will be awarded upon the recipient’s entrance into college.
The money will be in the form of a check made payable to the scholarship
recipient upon receipt of tuition bill.
