Cover crops and seeding rates were:  1) Annual ryegrass
(15 lbs/A)  2) Dwarf essex rapeseed (6 lbs/A)  3) Crimson clover (15 lbs/A)  4) Red clover (8 lbs/A)  5) Mustard caliente (8 lbs/A)  6) Cereal
rye (90 lbs/A)  7) Oats (Saber) (60 lbs/A)  8) Oilseed radish (Image) (6 lbs/A)  9) Austrian winter pea (80 lbs/A)
